The recent process of gentrification, result of a public policy
regarding social housing and urban planning focused on a

capitalist logic of production fo the cities, has been
increasing this problem, forcing poor people to live further
and further from the places of opportunities and public
services.

Although Brazilian legislation assures that all buildings and
spaces in the city should exercise its social function and that

the right to decent housing, in practice the right to property
often stands above the right to housing and the city.

As a result, many movements of resistance appears, such as
squatting. Either as a form of organized resistance, through

the movements struggling for housing and other collective
organizations, either from individual initiatives, the urban
poor population has found ways to use vacant spaces on
which the government or the real estate market has no

interest, ensuring somehow its right to housing and its
urban insertion.
